In 2003 Goldman Sachs released a report predicting that Brazil, Russia, India and China would become four of the most dominant global economies by 2050.  “Dreaming with BRICs: the Path to 2050”, theorized that together these emerging markets could potentially grow larger in US dollar terms than all of the G6 countries combined.  Half a decade later, the BRIC nations seem set not only to meet these growth predictions, but to significantly surpass them.  In May 2008 the BRIC foreign ministers held their very first stand-alone meeting, in Yekaterinburg, Russia, marking the increased momentum behind their economies and signaling a new phase for the future of the BRICs.
