	Program Description


	Recent federal court decisions have raised significant concerns for parties relying on electronic search tools for collecting and producing documents, including identifying potentially privileged documents to be withheld from production, pursuant to Rule 26(b)(5).  Three decisions are of particular interest:

· U.S. v. O’Keefe, decided by Magistrate Judge John M. Facciola (who is also on the panel), suggests a need for linguists, statisticians, and computer experts to help determine and conduct appropriate searches
· Victor Stanley, Inc. v. Creative Pipe, Inc. is less stringent, but still requires searches to be designed by “qualified persons” and requires that counsel demonstrate adequate quality assurance 
· Equity Analytics v. Lundin, also decided by Judge Facciola, relied upon a forensic examiner to determine the scope and sufficiency of certain e-discovery efforts
These decisions have garnered much attention – and concern – due to the increasingly common practice of relying upon electronic search tools to substantially cut the costs of and expedite the review and production of electronically stored information (ESI).  

This teleconference and live audio webcast will help shed light on what these, and other, decisions mean for the use of electronic search tools and the need for “e-discovery experts” in litigation and offer some important guidelines on how to satisfy counsel’s discovery and ethical obligations when preserving, collecting, and producing ESI.
